Special note: 
Please note that all archers will be asked to produce their AGB 2016/17 membership cards when signing in. If you have not yet received your new 
membership card please bring a receipt or email from your Club Secretary or Treasurer to prove that you have paid your fees for the new AGB 
year. If you do not have any evidence that you have paid you will not be allowed to shoot. 
 
GENERAL INFORMATION 
1. All archers must be affiliated to Archery GB or a WA Member Association; they will be asked to produce their membership cards when 

signing in. 
2. The round will be shot in timed ends of three arrows. 
3. Archery GB dress regulations as shown in Archery GB Rule 307 will apply. 
4. Record Status shoots will be liable for drug testing, and competitors approached to give samples must comply; refusal will be treated as a 

positive result. Juniors' entry forms must be signed by a parent or guardian to signify their consent to their child being tested if approached. 
5. Hot and cold drinks and cakes will be available. 
6. Smoking is prohibited in all parts of the College campus. 
7. The organisers cannot accept responsibility for loss or damage to equipment or personal possessions. 
8. Target and Results lists will be sent in PDF format to those including an e-mail address and will be available on the club website. 
9. AGB Policy for Safeguarding Children, Young People and Vulnerable Adults requires that any persons wishing to engage in any type of 

photography or videoing must register with the organisers on arrival before carrying out such activity. Whilst every effort will be made to 
ensure that unauthorized photography/videoing does not take place, the organisers and working party cannot be held responsible for 
breaches of this code.

Directions 
Winstanley Community College is in Braunstone Town in Leicester, just 3 miles from Leicester City Centre and 3 miles from M1 Jct 21 
 
From the City Centre (Junction of King Richards Road and Narborough Road) Take the A47 to Westcotes Drive. Continue on Westcotes Drive for 
0.4 miles to Braunstone Avenue (small roundabout).  At next small roundabout, bear left to stay on Braunstone Avenue. Bear right at next small 
roundabout to stay on Braunstone Avenue. Take third exit on large roundabout (might not be obvious it is a roundabout, it is so big) to remain on 
Braunstone Avenue. Braunstone Park is now on your right. At the next roundabout turn right on to Hallam Crescent East, then turn left at the next 
roundabout on to Braunstone Lane.Stay on Braunstone Lane and take the fourth left on to Bidford Road. At the end of Bidford Road, turn left on 
to Kingsway North. The College entrance will be on the right hand side.  
 
From M1 Jct 21 Follow A5460 towards Fosse Park Shopping Centre. At roundabout, stay on A5460 towards Leicester City Centre (Narborough 
Road South). Distance on A5460  = 1.1 miles. Turn left on to Kingsway, follow road round to right. Take left turn on to Hedley Crescent. Take next 
left on to Wilnicott Road. Second left on to Shakespeare Drive and immediately turn right on to Avon Road. First left on to Bidford Road, first left 
on to Kingsway North. The College will be on your right.  
 
Finding the Sports Hall 
Enter the main College area through the gate in the bottom left hand corner of the main car park. Walk through the college, down a slight ramp, 
and you will see the Sports Hall ahead of you with the entrance towards the left.
